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Application Procedures For

UC International Summer Program
The UC International Summer Program is designed to provide international students an intensive and short-term educational program specifically tailored to meet the needs of a cohort of students developed in cooperation between UC International and an institution of higher education from overseas. The UC International Summer Program offers two separate programs of study. The Block Chain Technology track program offers study in the principles of cryptocurrencies and associated technologies. The Technology Entrepreneurship program offers study in supply chain, logistics and sustainability using Robotics. The curriculum will consist of classroom instruction, laboratory work, and/or American cultural enrichment activities. Total hours of instruction will be at least 18 hours per week. Participants must complete the formal application to the program and submit a copy of university transcripts, English proficiency test scores, and proof of financial support. 

Important Notes: 

1) All pages of the application must be completed.

2) Once selected for the program students will be provided instruction on how to register in the Catalyst student system.

3) All students will need to complete a formal check-in with UC International Services upon arrival.
4) Participants will be required to pay the $350 SEVIS fee, in addition to other program costs.
5) Participants will be required to obtain F-1 student visas to enter the U.S.
Application Procedures:
Student must complete and submit a:

1) UC International Summer Program Application (including basic data form)
2) Official university transcripts from home university

3) Proof of financial support for the program

4) Copy of passport

5) Proof of English Proficiency including:

· a TOEFL score of 66 or higher; 

· a IELTS score of 6.0 or higher

· a PEARSON score of 46 or higher
· a Duolingo test score of 95 or higher,

· Other acceptable English proficiency test score
